e your daughter's teacher will then be displayed for confirmation. Select ‘Continue to Book
Appointment’.

e Select the time you for your appointment with your daughter’'s Teacher.

e Follow the instructions on screen to save your appointment and get the appointment times
emailed or printed.

Please be aware that the overall evening will last 1 hour and you should arrive 30 minutes before
your appointment with your daughter’s Learning Coach.

During the evening you will have:

e a 15 Minute presentation from Mrs Fahey, Headteacher and Mr Mycock, Assistant Headteacher,
