* Select ‘Year 9 Parents’/Carers’ Evening'.

» Select ‘Manual’ and ‘Next'.

* NAME'’s teachers will then be displayed. Click on ‘Continue to Book Appointments’, where you
can select a time to see each teacher from the subjects you wish to see.

* Follow the instructions on screen to save your appointments and get the appointment times
emailed or printed.

Due to the number of shared classes you will be unable to see NAME’s Geography, History and
RE teacher and instead will see one teacher from the Global Awareness faculty.
